June 11, 2019

Flag Salute 
Visit Eau Claire:  Visit Eau Claire was at the meeting and handed out the monthly dashboard. 
Plan Commission: Update:  
          A. Country Jam: Country jam added Wednesday night to their schedule so the County asked for a new CUP. Site Plans have changed since 1995, Country Jam acknowledges that some of the changes are already done.  Country Jam will need to apply for a new CUP after this year’s festival because of all the changes they have and will be making. Linda Katsch from Country Jam was at the Board meeting and mentioned that they will be working with the Eau Claire County and the DNR as they are in a flood plain.  Jennifer Meyer made a motion to approve the CUP just for this year. Paul Travis seconded the motion, all voted yes, motion carries.
          B. Rescued/Redeemed Event: Chairman Deb Smith handed out copies of the contract they have with Eau Claire County.  Town of Union will send out letters to residents that this event is happening and explain about the contract. 
          C. Losan Ave. Update:  Menards is looking for quit claim.  Working with Attorney Hibbard.
Park Commission : 
          A. Report: Jennifer Meyer reported that the Park Commission is split into two different groups and that they are meeting more often. One group is working on long range plans so that they can get more grants and the other group is working on signage for the parks. 
          B. Park Maintenance:  Jennifer Meyer reported that she did contact Town insurance company and Stacy Miller told her that the Towns liability insurance would cover someone taking care of the park.  Fred Belay mentioned that he is working with Menomonie Engineering to study Sherman Creek park for best placement for a bathroom.  Fred Belay mentioned that he is not sure if this can be completed this year or not. 
Roads:
         A. Road Bids: Fahrner Asphalt Sealers and Scotts Construction were the two companies that did put in bids for the road specifications. 
Jeff Whyte made a motion to approve Fahrner bid for the Chipseal work for $159,597.00.  Jeff Bechard seconded the motion. All voted yes, motion carries.

Jeff Whyte made a motion to approve Scotts bid for the Crackfill work for $29,375.00, Jeff Whyte will check roads once crackfilling is done and if something needs to be redone, he will let Scotts know. 

Jeff Bechard seconded the motion. All voted yes, motion carries.
         B. County Road Recommendations: Still working on getting Chayne engineered, they will give us recommendations on what to do with Chayne Road once engineering is done.  First Inspection on Keegan Road is done and Eau Claire County went today for final inspection. Plan did call for 2’ shoulders and at this time the shoulders need to be widened. Q3 was putting in fiber optics and broke up the road, needs to be fixed. Everything needs to be fixed before the Town can own the road and have it dedicated.

         D. Bridge Maintenance: Jeff Whyte mentioned that the Eau Claire County will be working on when they get time. 
Fire Station #3:
         A. Report: Dave Kleist was present and reported that they are still real busy, 200 runs for the year and Emerga Care has 408 for the year. Dave Kleist asked is the Board would like the ditches mowed, they told Dave to go ahead and start mowing. Chairman Deb Smith asked Dave Kleist if it was an issue if residents are moving the fire number signs from where they are put.  Dave Kleist said it is not a big deal as long as they are visible. Chairman Deb Smith mentioned that it would be a good idea to put and article in the Town Crier letting residents know that the fire numbers signs are to help fire and ems find where to go when they get a call.
