

Annual Meeting

April 19, 2022
The meeting was called to order by Jennifer Meyer, Chair, at 7:00 pm at the Town of Union town hall.  People in attendance were: Supervisors – Jeff Whyte, Jeff Bechard, Mona Mathews, Paul Travis, Clerk – Beverly Christopherson, and see attached list of visitors.
Adopt Agenda: Supervisor Mona Mathews made a motion to approve the Agenda for the Annual Meeting being held on April 19,2022.  Supervisor Paul Travis seconded the motion.  All voted yes, motion carried.

2021 Minutes – Town Clerk Beverly Christopherson gave minutes to the Town Board for the 2021 meeting.  

Mona Mathews made the motion to approve the minutes as submitted to the Town.

2021 Fire Department Report – Battalion Chief Dave Kleist was present at the meeting to give report. Annual report was handed out to Board members and residents.  He stated that runs were up a little for this year and that Emergicare calls were way up.  Battalion Chief Dave Kleist did mention that behavioral health issues calls were up 20%, and that all townships’ calls were up.  Fire Dept. has to call the Sheriff’s Dept. to make sure the area is safe for Township Fire. Township has seen more Fentanyl and Meth calls. 
County Supervisors – None present at meeting.
Comprehensive Plan Commission Report – Chair Jennifer Meyer mentioned that it has been quiet.
In 2021 had 8 CSM (Certified Survey Maps), which these need Eau Claire County’s Approval.

Comp Plan had 4 – Re-zones, none of these had any issues.  Conditional Use Plan (CUP, Town
Had 4 of these also.
2021 Financial Report – Financial Report was handed out showing what was budgeted and what

was actually spent.
Elected Official Report –
Jennifer Meyer– Jennifer Meyer has been on the Board since 2017. Jennifer really enjoys working for the Town and mentioned that the Town Board does work well together and she would like to take this

time to Thank all the Board members.
Paul Travis – Paul Travis started with the Fire Department and then decided to run for supervisor and

was a write in vote at first and has since been on the ballot.
Jeff Whyte – Jeff Whyte enjoys being on the Board and works to keep costs down.
Jeff Bechard – Supervisor Jeff Bechard mentioned that he enjoys being on the Board and is always
trying to do what is best for the Town.
Mona Mathews – Mona Mathews was first appointed when Jennifer Meyer was elected as the Town Chair.  She has since been on the ballot and re-elected.  She likes being on the Board and helping
the Town.
Russ Johnson – Was present and will talk during the constable report.
Constables Report – Constable Russ Johnson was present at the meeting and handed out his report.
This past year more people were posting on social media sites about lost pets.  Town had only

one cat issue.  Eau Claire County Humane Assoc. did have to help with a dog bite issue and a

written warning was issued.
Russ Johnson does not want to run as Constable in 2023.  Town of Union would have to abolish the Town Constable position.  In order for the Town to Abolish the Constable’s position, this has to be voted on by the Town Residents at two Annual Town meetings.  If position is abolished the Eau Claire
County Humane Association will take over animal control in 2023.

Joe Alf made the motion to Abolish the Town Constables position in 2023. Dave Kleist seconded the motion.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Any and All Business from the Floor – Park Commission was not on Agenda. 

Park Commission- Chair Jennifer Meyer gave a report on what the Park Commission did in 2021.
Park Commission held 3 events; one was with Landmark Conservancy regarding invasive species.

Park Commission is working on putting up a Pavilion at the Conservancy. Parks have had some

if anyone would like to attend.  Joe Alf did mention that he was happy that the Parks Commission
is working on eradicating poison ivy in the parks.

motion.  All voted yes, motion carried.
